High Tunnel System (325)

Install a 30' by '96' (2,880 square foot) polyethylene, polycarbonate, plastic, or fabric covered structure that is used to cover
and protect crops from sun, wind, excessive rainfall or cold to extend the growing season in an environmentally safe manner.
All components of the high tunnel system must be planned, designed and constructed from a manufactured kit in accordance
with manufacturers recommendations. All operation and maintenance instructions provided by the high tunnel manufacturer
must be followed for the four year life span of the practice.
